Thirdeye Magazine’s Writing Guidelines 

Content:

In the case of journalism, Thirdeye Magazine is not looking to publish stories that can be found in thousands of other locations across the web. We are not a daily news service, and with our small staff can in no way compete with such organizations – nor do we desire to. Thirdeye Magazine is a place for viewpoints and stories that fly under the scope of the mainstream media. If you would like to cover something that has already been covered elsewhere, think of a fresh angle or new creative approach you can bring to the table. Look for the story behind the scenes that isn’t being told. We are particularly interested in pieces about environmentalism, consumerism, war and peace, cutting-edge science and technology along with its ethical implications, grassroots democratic movements, alternative politics, sustainable agriculture, innovative art and social movements, and fresh new schools of thought in the realms of philosophy, economics, psychology, government, or sociology. 
Other forms of writing we will consider include: opinionated political commentary, satire, humorous and well-written rants, short fiction, travel diaries, essay, and first-person nonfiction (when appropriate to the theme of the piece).
Word Counts: 

Unless otherwise stated, writing submissions should be between 650 and 1400 words. In the case of smaller features, such as book, film, and album reviews, submissions should be between 250 and 400 words. If you are working on an investigative journalism piece or an in-depth thesis of some kind, the piece may exceed 1400 words with prior permission from the editor. 

Style:

Writing should adhere to AP journalistic style with a few exceptions. A comma should precede the and or or when listing a series of items. Also, please use italics instead of quotes for titles of films, books, etc. Also italicize names of publications, magazines, and blogs. Do not italicize wire services such as AP. 

Make sure punctuation and spelling follow American guidelines and not European guidelines. 

Sourcing:

All quotes and hard facts must be attributed to their sources within the body of the piece (in other words, no endnotes). Feel free to include web links for display after the body of the article. Unless your are writing something that is purely opinion or rehashing common knowledge, we will expect you to cite your sources. DO NOT quote-mine without attributing the quote to its original source (e.g., “That’s my rubber chicken,” said the Swedish Chef in an interview with The Nation.) 

Libel:
We absolutely will not tolerate any libelous writing. Do not even bother submitting something if you are making accusations against a person without hard evidence of these allegations. This is especially true for nonpublic figures. In the case of public figures, statements are libelous if made with an intentional malice or purposeful intent to harm the person.
